Dear Friends,

When Independent Baptist Church of Georgetown (IBCG) was established as a missions-
supported work, more than one pastor told me, “NEVER, NEVER write a two-page prayer letter
because no one will read it.” Thus far, [ have heeded that advice, but since there is so much to
report, | am making an exception this time. Although this letter is two pages, it is my sincere
hope you will read it and, along with the members of IBCG, praise God for the “great things the
Lord hath done™ (Mark 5:19).

Washington DC is a very transient area. and since IBCG’s inception in
October 2003, we have seen our original members (with the exception of my
family) move away, the most recent being the Coffman family. On April 10,
the Coffman’s spent their last Sunday with IBCG before moving to upstate
New York. We thank God for the Coffman’s pioneer spirit, hard work, and
faithfulness, and we ask you to pray that God will greatly bless them in their
new home and with their new church family.

Demonstrating His continual faithfulness, the Sunday following the Coffman’s departure, God
sent us five first-time visitors including two ladies from Korea, a gentleman from Iceland, and a
man and a woman from here in Washington. With the exception of the lady from Washington,
Sun Ae, the visitors were already saved. Therefore, we ask you to pray for Sun Ae’s salvation.
Although she understands the Gospel, she was raised Buddhist, and per her own testimony, she is
not saved. Please pray that God will soften her heart and that she will soon accept Jesus Christ as
her Savior.

We have recently seen three people accept Christ as Savior via the ministry of IBCG. Praise the
Lord! Two people were saved during door-to-door visitation---a man named Mark, a resident of
DC: and a woman named Gabby, a visitor from Guatemala. A third woman, Julie, a U_S. citizen
who lives in Cameroon and is a friend of the Webb family (IBCG members currently living in
Cameroon), attended IBCG while visiting Washington for health tests. Although she did not get
saved during the service she attended, one day prior to her departure, she did accept Jesus Christ
as Savior. Also, in answer to prayer, her doctors gave her a clean bill of health. Consequently,
she was able to return to Camercon both physically and, more importantly, spiritually well. Asa
side note, in the service Julie attended, there were also representatives from Cyprus, Iceland, and
India. Although we are a small church, God has given us the exciting opportunity to touch lives
around the world.

On May 22, Marlette, a woman from the Philippines who
was saved during visitation several months ago., was
baptized.
